This Endorsement may be issued with either the Form T-1 or Form T-1R Owner’s Policy and requires review of the following:  1) A current survey of the insured land (which can include a prior survey evidence updated by acceptable affidavit); and 2) all restrictive covenants affecting the insured land.  Deletion of subparagraphs from the T-19.1 Endorsement must be done by x-ing or lining through the provision being deleted.
NOTE:  In this Checklist, the terms “improvement” or “improvements” refer to a building, structure, road, walkway, driveway, or curb affixed to the land, but EXCLUDING crops, landscaping, lawn, shrubbery, or trees.
BUILDING SETBACK VIOLATIONS.   UNLESS ONE OF THE FOLLOWING APPLIES, YOU MUST EXCEPT IN OWNER’S POLICY SCHEDULE “B” TO  EXISTING IMPROVEMENTS LOCATED IN VIOLATION OF A BUILDING SETBACK REQUIREMENT ESTABLISHED BY PLAT OR RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS (BUT no related deletion is required in the T-19.1 Endorsement): 
          An improvement of any age extends over a setback line (from plat or restrictions) by a distance of one foot (1.00’) or less, and the setback requirement exceeds the local municipal ordinance minimum, if any.
​​___   An improvement in place for more than four (4) years extends over a setback (from plat or restrictions), but does not violate the local municipal ordinance minimum, if any.
         An improvement extending into the setback area is portable or otherwise not permanently affixed to the land.
         An appropriate waiver/variance is obtained from the municipal government, owner’s association, or architectural control committee having the necessary power and jurisdiction.

          Encroaching building or other improvement occupies no more than 25% of the total easement width.

Encroached-upon easement is a generic utility easement dedicated by plat/restrictions along all lot lines, and survey shows evidence of underground or aerial utility lines located elsewhere on the land.
